This procedure indicates
where engineers are to place
strain gauges, tiny chips
printed with electronic
circuitry which expand or
contract with changes in the
metal. Minute changes in
electrical resistance are

measured by a computerized
strain gauge monitor and
printed out for engineering
studies. These strain gauges
measure current fluctuations
as small as one-millionth of
an ohm—which measures
metal deformation as small
as one-millionth of an inch.

After strain gauge testing,
the prototype of each new
model undergoes life-cycle
testing. The crane is
operated at full-load through
a full life-cycle under close
scrutiny Outriggers, frames,
and other components are
loaded and rotated through a
complete range of motion for
the prescribed number of
cycles.

The versatility of the Series 700B can be
enhanced by the mounting
configurations described at the right.
The configurations are based on an 85%
stability factor. The complete unit must
be installed in accordance with factory
requirements and a test performed to
determine actual stability and
counterweight requirements since
individual truck chassis vary.

This configuration allows the installation
of the 700B on a chassis with a small
frame by using the standard subbase. In
most cases, the chassis will not require
reinforcing and the amount of
counterweight required is minimized,
increasing payload capabilities. Requires
standard subbase, ASH rear stabilizers
and usually concrete counterweight in
the bed or subbase centered near the
crane frame. Full capacity work area is
rear 180° of vehicle from outrigger to
outrigger.
